C.R.A.T.S. (Costume Rehearsal at the Studio) Junetd19
Costume Rehearsal Week'’s goal is two-fold:

1.) Confirm that all required tailorimgljustments, accessories, etc. to the costumeli@remade so as not to have to ad-
dress them on the stage at the auditorium durirg®Rehearsals. This includes correct color & bfgahts & shoes, and hair-
style.

2.) Rehearse the dances in costume soiteethat no further adjustments need to be made.

This season, due to the schools now being reqtoreghit until after Labor Day to begin classes, dieéay between our last regu-
larly scheduled class (Saturday, June 12) and thesTRehearsals (June 23 and/or June 24), is Itmyeusual. Running
C.R.A.T.S. during the interim week will keep thendars fresh for rehearsals and shows and will, elieve, be less stressful than
the week in May that we've historically scheduled.

Dress Rehearsals
Please take note:

1.) Page 1 of the Showcase newslettéhedbottom of the page, is the first (but notldst!) mention of days/dates/times of
Dress rehearsals and Performancés the three (3) shows.

2.) ‘Call’ refers to the expected timeaofival of the dancers. It allows for them to g the building, find their dressing
rooms, change into their costumes, and be prepareegin, on time, the show run-througthose of you who were present at last
year’s Starlet Showcase Dress Rehearsal will rezalelay of 30 minutes+ as we waited for 50% ofdaecers to arrive, prepare,
and make their way onto the stage. If a danceptsom stage when the piece is called, they willbeallowed to dance in the show.

3.) We have a Dress Rehearsal policydtsdes if you are not on the stage when your pgcelled to rehearse, you may not
perform that piece in the showcases.

Preschool 3-4, 4-5, and Kinderdarmecers will be directed to the dressing roomsttiey will be housed in for the ac-
tual showsln a perfect world, the volunteers for those roomsluring the shows will also be available to come dig the Dress
Rehearsal. If that is not possible, we will be askg for some (6-8) parentdo assist the dancers in getting their costumes and
shoes on and chaperoning them while in the dressimgoms. Our staff will call for them, just as they will dag the shows, when
they need to come to the stage and return thehretdressing room for costume changes.

TEN MOST FREQUENTLY ASKED DRESS REHEARSAL & SHOWCES)UESTIONS

1. Do we have to go to Dress Rehearsal?

Yes, they are mandatory. There are no exceptiamsflexibility in this rule.
2. Can we video tape?

Dress Rehearsal, yes. Showcase, absolutely nditl hd/or video cameras are not allowed in the ditorium on show
day/night. You may order a video. DVD/Video Orderms are available at the front desk and at theditorium during Dress Re-
hearsals and Showcases.

3. Can the dancers wear underwear?
No. It can be seen under the lights. The tightsveaa cotton crotch. We are on underwear patrol sliiow day/night.
4. Should we bring our dancer dressed in herdgsucne?

No. History has proven that if we can find a mudigdle to fall in , a door to close a skirt in, a lmp in the pavement to trip
on, or any other variety of mishaps, we will!

Preparations before you come to the auditoriumthi@ show:

Hair in a bun or whatever the teacher has instrdcdfelease, no added trim in the girls’ hair; theged to match exactly to all of
their dancemates)

Make-up, i.e. lipstick, blush, eye shadow (no lelye shadow please). Very young dancers should atdeast blush and lipstick
so as not to ‘disappear’ under the lights.

5. Can we come just before our dancer’s first nenb

No. You must arrive no later than 45 minutes beéothe showcase begins. We have a security sydtatviricludes check-
in and assignment to a stagemom/dad for the duratif the show.

6. Can we leave the show as soon as our danden&with her/his dances?
No, for several reasons.

The first, and most important, is the security fact If we had to monitor the comings and goings D80+ dancers per show we
could not possibly guarantee their continued safety

Secondly, the disruption in the audience is tergihlnfair and impolite to the dancers who continue t
perform for us.

Your dancer(s) will be very well supervised andlwihjoy her/his time backstage. We have closeda:aiir
T.V. for them to watch the show as it unfolds. \&kso encourage you to pack her/his favorite gameg#t
to share with their fellow dancemates.

7. Can we leave at intermission?

No. Pre-School dancers have a dance in each act #relfinale. All other aged dancers also particigan finale and must
remain backstage throughout their assigned showcadi® exceptions.

8. Can we go and visit our dancer in the dressiogns?

No. This, too, compromises our security systertis &lso disruptive to the dancers. Our stagemodasis know to contact
staff if a dancer needs attention from her/his pa¢s). We can find you if we need you!

9. How long are the shows?
Our goal is 2 hours.

10. Can we get more tickets at the studio aftekdtiDay or at the window and do we have to buketis for infants/toddlers?

Yes, tickets will be available after Ticket Daythe studio for $12 each thru June 12 (last day d¢ésses). Tickets are then
available at the door for $15 each. If your toddliafant is going to occupy their own seat, you niusuy a ticket. We suggest you
consider an aisle seat if you have little ones wh@ht need to move around a bit. Don’t worry toauch, though. They’ll be mes-
merized by the music, and lights, and scenery!

Showcase Tips

1. Label all costume pieces w/ dancer’s name. Riadam to write on, or the inside of a waistbahgst be sure that the ink color won'’t show
through!

2. Use a garment bag (a garbage bag w/ a holeioghter/top works well, too!) to carry costumesarthey don't get wrinkled. Be sure to
have a closed bottom so nothing can fall out.

3. Put recital make-up on at home. Also, do h&ounger dancers, particularly, need as little @stimulation/anxiety, etc. as possible!

4. For younger dancers, provide a sngtkase refrain from sending any peanut producpsdtect fellow dancers with peanut allergiasgl

drink (we like to say the drinks have to be ‘whited fruit punch, colas, orange drinks, etc. torstheir beautiful costumes!). Also, consider sagdi
crayons, coloring books, reading books, etc.
